The term “six sigma” is one familiar to statisticians. In practical terms, it means reducing
the defects in a process to just three per million. It is thus an extremely demanding target for
quality control. The term was thought up 10 years ago by the US electronics group Motorola,
based on Japanese methods of totals quality management. The approach is particularly suited to
the high-volume, high precision electronics industry.

For example, a mobile phone such as Motorola produces might contain 400 components.
If a company operates to two-sigma - 45000 defects per million - on each part, the chances of the
phone being defective are far too high. General Electric is now in its second year of applying six
sigma across its businesses. Last year, it spent $200m on the initial parts of the programme. This
year it aims to spend $300m and expects cost savings in the year of $400-500m: that is, a profit
of $100m-200m. Six sigma is by no means confined to manufacturing. GE Capital, the financial
services division of General Electric, applies it to processes ranging from billing to various kinds
of customer.

Denis Nayden, president of GE Capital, says that in practical terms that hard part of
applying six is obtaining real data. “It’s highly dependent on the data you have,” he says. “And
given all the businesses we’re in, the data are all different.” Thereafter, he says: “The real
question is whether you can put the right model in place, so the process has fewer moving parts
and less things to break down. It’s very important to change the process fundamentally. You
need to change the whole behavior of the company, to become more responsible to the
customer.”

This last part is crucial. GE Capital surveys its customers regularly - some monthly or
quarterly, depending on their business - to check their performance. “It’s very important that the
customer is engaged in this,” Nayden says. “We use a score card, whereby customers identify
what’s going wrong and what we should focus on.”

Education in Russia

Citizens of Russia have the right for education which is guaranteed by the Constitution. The public
educational system in our country incorporates pre-school, general school, specialized secondary and
higher education. Pre-school consists of kindergartens and creches. Children there learn reading,
writing and arithmetic. But pre-school education isn't compulsory - children can get it at home.
Compulsory education is for children from 6(7) to 17 years of age. The main link in the system of
education is the general school which prepares the younger generation for life and work in modern
production. There are various types of schools: general secondary schools, schools specializing in a
certain subject, high schools, lyceums and so on. Tuition in most of them is free of charge, but some
new types of schools are fee-paying. The term of study in a general secondary school is 11 years and
consists of primary, middle and upper stages. At the middle stage of a secondary school the children
learn the basic laws of nature and society at the lessons of history, algebra, literature, physics and
many others. After the 9th form pupils have to sit for examinations. Also they have a choice between
entering the 10th grade of a general secondary school and enrolling in a specialized secondary or
vocational school. Persons who finish the general secondary school, receive a secondary education
certificate, giving them the right to enter any higher educational establishment. Entrance examinations
are held in July and August. Institutions are headed by rectors; the faculties are headed by the deans.
One has to study in the institute for 5 years. Higher educational institutions train students in one or
several specializations.

Museum. The Hermitage

One of the world-wide known museums is the Hermitage. The word "Hermitage" means "a
place of solitude". This name was given in the XVIII century by Catherine II to her private museum
housed in a small building adjacent to the Winter Palace and accessible only to the chosen few. In the
course of time, the Hermitage grew into one of the greatest museums of the world. At the present, the
collections take up five interconnected buildings. The museum retains its old name. The accumulation
of artifacts let to the formation of new departments devoted to the culture and art of the Peoples of the
East, of the Prehistoric culture, and of the Russian culture. Three other departments are those of
Western European art, classical antiquities and numismatics. One of the rooms that impressed visitor
the most is St. George Hall. The interior of the room is considered by experts to be a perfect example
of the Classical Style. The room covers about 800 square metres, but does not seem enormous due to
perfect proportions. It is decorated in the whitest marble and gilded bronze. The Throne Hall was used
for column assemblies. Members of the Tzar's family, when coming of age, took their oaths here. The
Leonardo da Vinci Hall is one of the most gorgeous interiors. The hall is decorated in the style of 17
century French Baroque. The Hermitage possesses two, out of 12 or 14 works surviving from
Leonardo. The Rembrandt collection is one of the most treasured possessions of the museum. It
members 24 canvases. The Malachite Room reflects the style of 1889. The columns, pilasters, and
floorlamps are veneered with thin plaques of rich green malachite. About two tons of malachite were
used in decoration of the room

Functions of computers
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Computer is one ofthe inventions ofthe 20th century that changed the world greatly. The first
computers of the 1940s were enormous. But now they are almost in every family and in every office
building. Most rnachines do only one job, some are multifunctional ( e.g. a TY set + + DVD player).
But no device is as multifunctional as computer. The parts of the macblne (or its hardware) remain the
same, you change only the program (software) and your computer immediately learns to do various
tbings.

A browser program is designed to look at pages on the Internet (you can also say to browse,
tbls accounts for the word browser). A word processor program lets you to print text and then change
styles of fonts and sizes of 162 pages. A database program is used for searching and sorting records.
Such program is used in shops, libraries, hospitals, accountant offices, and so on. They make work
with great amounts of data much quicker. Computers are found everywhere and used in every sphere
of life. In a plant one can make a computer model of a car or plane and check its resistance to stress.
Such calculations without a computer could have taken several months.

Computer is used at school: children watch films, presentations and web pages. This helps them
to study effectively. Computers also have some disadvantages. There is a famous joke that computers
are designed to solve problems but half of the time they are the problem. As computer is a complicated
device, one small breakage may stop its work. Moreover, the equipment is soon out of date. Besides,
there is a problem of compatibllity. First of all, there are hardware devices which can't work with the
old operating systems, such as a processor, a hard disk drive, a video card, etc.

Then, there are programs which need more resources than computer actually lms. Thirdly,
computers become more and more complicated, and much effort is required to learn how to work with
them. Fourthly, computer viruses cause a lot of trouble - they can spoil, remove or steal computer data,
and every user knows it well from his experience. And on top of all, computer is a multifunctional
device, as we already know, so it can be used both to do work and to entertain oneself.

Children often fall prey to computer and Internet: they play computer games, spend their free
time chatting with friends on the Internet and doing practically nothing. This aspect can't be denied. To
crown it all, computer is a good device like many others, designed to help people. But it's our own free
will that lets us use it in order not to waste time but to get best results.

COMPUTER OPERATIONS.
TYPES OF DATA

Much of the processing computers can be divided into two general types of operation. Arithmetic
operations are computations with numbers such as addition, subtraction, and other mathematical
procedures. Early computers performed mostly arithmetic operations, which gave the false impression
that only engineers and scientists could benefit from computers. Of equal importance is the computers
ability to compare two values to determine if one is larger than, smaller than, or equal to the other.
This is called a logical operation. The comparison may take place between numbers, letters, sounds, or
even drawings. The processing of the computer is based on the computer's ability to perform logical
and arithmetic operations.

Instructions must be given to the computer to tell it how to process the data it receives and the
format needed for output and storage. The ability to follow the program
sets computers apart from most tools. However,- new tools ranging from typewriters to microwave
ovens have embedded computers, or built-in computers. An embedded computer can accept data to use
several options in it's program, but the program itself cannot be changed. This makes these devices
flexible and convenient but not the embedded computers itself.

Types of data

With the advent of new computer applications and hardware, the definition of data has expanded to
include many types.

Numeric data consists of numbers and decimal points, as well as the plus (+) and minus (—) signs.
Both arithmetic operations and logical operations are performed on numeric data. This means that
numbers can be used for calculations as well as sorted and compared to each other.

Text, or textual data, can contain any combination of letters, numbers and special characters.
Sometimes textual data is known as alphanumeric data.

Various forms of data that we can hear and see makes up audio-visual data. The computer can
produce sounds, music and even human voice. It can also accept audioinformation as an input. Data
can also take form of drawings and video sequences.
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Physical data is captured from the environment. For example, light, temperature and pressure are
all types of physical data. In many large "buildings, computer systems process several kinds of
physical data to regulate operations. Computers can set off security alarms, control temperature and
humidity, or turn lights on and off, all in response to physical data. These applications increase
people's safety and save the time and money.

They became more and more
realistic and complicated, and for many people it becomes impossible to tear themselves away. This
means that electronic devices, such as computer and TV set are used mostly for entertainment and
consume most of the time that could be spent on work, going forawalk and sleeping. Man
becoines a slave of the devices which were designed to make him stronger.

Is there a way out? In fact, there is, but many people don't know it and are still slaves. The best
decision is not to give these equipments place in your heart. They should do their work. And when you
have a rest, prefer real communication to virtual one and living an active life to watching films about
crime. Then electronics will be not our lord or enemy but our friend!

Logistics as a science
Logistics - the science, the object of which is to organize the management of the process of
movement of goods and services from suppliers of raw materials to consumers. Logistics contains the
functioning of the circulation of products, goods, services, inventory management and provisions,
creating a goods movement infrastructure.

A broader definition of logistics treats it as the study of planning, management and control of
material movement, information and financial resources in different systems.

From the perspective of the organization's management logistics can be considered as the
strategic management of material flows in the supply: procurement, transportation, sale and storage of
materials, parts and finished inventory. The concept also includes the management of relevant
information flows and financial flows. Logistics is aimed at optimizing costs and streamlining the
production process, marketing and auxiliary services, both within a single enterprise or a group of
enterprises.
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The content of logistics as a science is to establish causal relationships and regularities inherent
in the movement of goods, in order to identify and put into practice effective forms of organization and
material and information flow management.

Logistics

Logistics is generally the detailed organization and implementation of a complex operation. In

a general business sense, logistics is the management of the flow of things between the point of origin
and the point of consumption in order to meet requirements of customers or corporations. The
resources managed in logistics can include physical items, such as food, materials, animals, equipment
and liquids, as well as abstract items, such as time and information. The logistics of physical items
usually involves the integration of information flow, material handling, production, packaging,
inventory, transportation, warehousing, and often security.

In military science, logistics is concerned with maintaining army supply lines while disrupting
those of the enemy, since an armed force without resources and transportation is defenseless. Military
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logistics was already practiced in the ancient world and as modern military have a significant need for
logistics solutions, advanced implementations have been developed, especially for the United States
Armed Forces. In military logistics, logistics officers manage how and when to move resources to the
places they are needed.

Logistics management is the part of supply chain management that plans, implements, and
controls the efficient, effective forward, and reverse flow and storage of goods, services, and related
information between the point of origin and the point of consumption in order to meet customer's
requirements. The complexity of logistics can be modeled, analyzed, visualized, and optimized by
dedicated simulation software. The minimization of the use of resources is a common motivation in all
logistics fields.

DESPATCH OF GOODS: PACKING AND MARKING

Nothing is more infuriating to a buyer than to find his goods damaged or partly lost on arrival.
The buyer has a right to expect his goods to reach him in a perfect condition and the seller has to
organize the despatch of goods in such a way that the problems which might occur during the transit
should be as less serious as possible. The important assets of export distribution are packing and
marking.

Packing is intended to protect goods from all types of different hazards. Cargo in transit may be
threatened by natural phenomena or by manmade problems which include pilferage. The damage to a
consignment of goods may also be caused by its proximity to another shipment. So the general aim in
all packing is not only to make the goods secure during the journey, but at the same time to make the
package as small and light as possible.

Transport costs on land usually depend on the weight but on the sea the size of the package is
also significant. To handle the problems that face export despatches, in many large export firms special
departments for export packing have been established and the whole problem is under regular control.
They also may employ a forwarding agent to do packing for them. For correspondence, the following
specialized terms of packing containers are useful to know:

The marking of goods

The marking of goods is very important because an unmarked consignment may be mislaid at
some stage. Even worse, the unmarked goods become practically untraceable. At the same time,
marking should not reveal any excess information about the contents of the goods in order to avoid the
risk of theft. There are three principle types of marking, which are usually done by paint or ink through
a metal stencil on export packages: 1) the consignee’s own distinctive marks, which are registered and
play the role of identification.

These marks, including the name of place of destination, serve as the address on an envelope;
2) any official mark required by authorities of the country of export or import. Some countries require
the name of the country of origin of the goods to be marked on each package, others — weights and
dimensions or both; 3) special directions or warnings.

Here you will find some special instructions regarding manner of handling, loading, lifting and
various warnings both for the owner’s and the carrier’s benefit. Below are the most widespread
examples: Handle with care Ocropoxho!

The meaning of logistics
Market economy has brought a lot of new business terms into the Russian language. Logistics
is one of them. The word ‘logistics’ dates from the ancient Greek logos — ‘ratio, word, calculation,
reason’ and was used in ancient Greek, Roman and Byzantine empires to denote the military’s need to
supply themselves with arms, ammunition and rations as they moved from their base to a forward
position.

With increasing development of trade and economy, it started to be used in business too.
Moving raw materials to manufacturers and then finished goods to customers used to be a simple job
for men with strong backs and little education. Today more than ever before senior management of a
firm is concerned about improving transportation management and logistics as transportation
represents a major expense item and freight transportation accounts for about 6 per cent of gross
domestic product of a country.

The goal of transportation is to ensure that all raw materials arrive at the factory at the proper
time and in good condition. To achieve that it is necessary to focus on improvements of operations that
lead to a better service at the lowest cost. Transportation managers are also involved in many other
operations. They assist marketing by quoting freight rates for salespeople, suggesting quantity
discounts that can be based on transportation savings and selecting carriers and routes for reliable
delivery of products.
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The meaning of logistics is expanding. Now we speak about inbound, internal, outbound
logistics, transport logistics, strategic logistics, warehousing logistics, integrated logistics etc.
According to the Council of Logistics Management, now one of the world’s prominent organizations
for logistics professionals, ‘logistics is that part of the supply chain process that plans, implements and
controls the efficient, effective forward and reverse flow and storage of goods, services and related
information between the point of origin and the point of consumption in order to meet customers’
requirements’. As transport logistics is a major factor in the supply chain process, specialists pay much
attention to modes of transport, transport companies’ operations as well as to some other activities
related to customs clearance, warehousing and safe delivery of goods to final destinations.

Distribution Logistics

Distribution logistics include handling, timing, and quality control.
Physical handling involves three steps: sorting, packing and loading. Goods are usually arranged in a
particular order. Sometimes, they are organized according to physical characteristics. After they are
sorted, items are packed into boxes. Styrofoam and plastic are commonly used as insulation. Once
products are in boxes, they are shipped. Warehouse workers load the boxes onto outgoing trucks.
Before loading trucks, please measure available space. Also, handle iterms with caution.
It is very important that packages get delivered on time. Customers judge logistics based on
their reliability. However, flexibility is also important. Delivery workers sometimes adjust their
schedules to suit customers’ needs.
There are four aspects of quality control in distribution logistics. They are as follows:

Order fulfillment ensures reception of the right items in proper quantities.

Delivery fulfillment ensures timely delivery to the right locations.

Quality fulfillment ensures that delivered goods have no damage.
Cost fulfillment keeps delivery prices competitive._

ROLE OF TRANSPORTATION AND INFORMATION LOGISTICS
The term “transportation” refers to the movement of product from one point to another as it moves
from the beginning of a supply chain to the customer. In the United States, for example, freight
transportation costs amount to about 6% of the GDP (Gross Domestic Product). Any supply chain’s
success is closely linked to the appropriate use of transportation. Logistics companies effectively use
responsive transportation systems to lower overall costs. They employ “Crossdocking’— a process, in

which product is exchanged between trucks so that each truck going to a retail store has products from
different suppliers. Today, the growth in shipments to and from China is creating both problems and
opportunities for logistics companies. Many large corporations have already invested in buying offices
in China and India. There are two key players in any transportation that takes place within a supply
chain. The shipper is that party that requires the movement of the product between the point of origin
and the
point of consumption. The carrier is the party that moves or transports the product. The modes of
transportation include water, rail, intermodal, truck, air, pipeline and package carriers. Water is
typically
the least expensive mode, but is also the slowest, whereas air and package carriers the most expensive
and the fastest. Rail and water are best suited for low-value and large shipments that do not need to be
moved in a hurry. Air and package carriers are best suited for small, high-value, emergency
shipmentsIntermodal carriers are faster than rail and water, but more expensive. Logistics firms should
take into consideration a combination of a) transportation costs; b) inventory costs; c) the level
of responsiveness to the customers’ requirements. Managers should consider an appropriate
combination of company-owned and outsourced transportation to meet their needs. Managers must
also use the information technology available to help decrease cost and improve responsiveness in their
transportation networks. For example, satellite-based communication systems allow carriers
to communicate with each other. Information logistics is a part of logistics, which is the link between the
supply, production and marketing of the enterprise and organizes the data flow that accompanies the
material flow in the process of moving it

WAREHOUSE MANAGEMENT SYSTEMS

Warehouse management systems (WMS) evolved much like many other software solutions.
The most significant changes have been brought about by technological improvements. These have
improved accuracy and efficiency.

A modern WMS is comprised of two main elements. First, there must be a system in place to
identify products as they enter the system. Second, a computer program dedicated to product
tracking must be installed.

In a warehouse, this is often a bar code system. Each bar code is a unique combination of lines.
The arrangement of the lines of varying widths relays coded product information. A scanner is used
to read and decode bar codes. Scanners use light to read bar codes. This light is reflected back from
the spaces between the lines. Scanner technology uses many methods including:

Infrared

Laser diode

Helium neon laser

The information is sent to computers. This is often carried out by wireless transmission.

The computer system is an equally important element of the WMS. It contains updated as materials
move through various tracking points.

A WMS is a valuable addition to any manufacturing operation.

MODES OF TRANSPORTATION IN LOGISTICS
Logistics refers to the transportation of merchandise — raw materials or finished products —
from the point of production to the point of final consumption. Different modes of transportation —
road, rail, water and air — can be used for the effective management of merchandise. Every mode of
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transportation requires a different set of infrastructure, type of vehicles, technological solutions and
regulations. All modes of transportation have different costs, service and transit times.
1) Road

Road transportation is one of the most basic and historical means of transportation. Road
transport is the principal means of transport in the European Union for both passengers and goods.
Today, the European Union has almost one vehicle for every two residents, and road freight traffic
represents more than two thirds of the total tonnage. There are many different types of vehicles,
although trucks are typically used for carrying or delivering freight. Road transportation offers a
relatively lower cost compared to other
logistic forms and has a widely recognizable and flexible route. However, transportation by road takes
a relatively longer period of time than other means of transportation. Besides, it offers a limited
capacity. Road transport is most often used for comparatively inexpensive, non-perishable items or for
shorter distances.

2) Rail

Rail transport is a means of conveyance of passengers and goods by way of wheeled vehicles
running on rails. It is also commonly referred to as train transport. Rail transport uses freight trains for
the delivery of merchandise. Freight trains are usually powered by diesel, electricity and steam. A
freight train hauls cargo using freight cars specialized for the type of goods. Freight trains are very
efficient, with economy of scale and high energy efficiency. However, their use can be reduced by lack
of flexibility, if there is need of trans-shipment at both ends of the trip due to lack of tracks to the
points of pick-up and delivery. Container trains have become the dominant type in the US for non-
bulk haulage. Containers can easily be trans-shipped to other modes, such as ships and trucks, using
cranes. Passenger trains are part of public transport; they can perform a variety of functions including
long distance intercity travel and local urban transit services.

3) Water (maritime transportation)

Sea transport has been the largest carrier of freight throughout recorded history. Main maritime
routes include oceans, coasts, seas, lakes, rivers and channels. Water transport uses ships and large
commercial vessels that carry billions of tons of cargo every year. Sea, lake or river transport is
particularly effective for significantly large quantities of goods that are non-perishable in nature and
for cities or states that have water access. Moreover, transport via water is considerably less expensive
than other logistics methods, which makes it one of the most widely used choices of transport for
merchandise.

4) Air transportation

An airline is a company that provides air transport services for travelling passengers and
freight. Airlines vary from those with a single aircraft carrying mail or cargo, to full-service
international airlines operating hundreds of aircraft. Airline services can be categorized as being
intercontinental, intra-continental, domestic, regional, or international, and may be operated as
scheduled services or charters. Air routes are practically unlimited. Merchandise is carried in cargo
compartments on passenger airplanes, or by means of aircraft designed to carry freight. Although air
transport is more expensive than all other means of transportation, it is definitely most time-efficient.
Perishable merchandise like fruits and vegetables are generally sent by air. More recently, air
transportation has been accommodating growing quantities of high value freight and is playing a
growing role in global (international) logistics.

The longest oil
pipeline is the Trans-Siberian, extending over 9,344 km from the Russian arctic oilfields in eastern
Siberia to Western Europe. Pipeline construction costs differ according to the diameter, and increase
proportionally with the

distance and with the viscosity of fluids. Pipeline terminals are very important, since they correspond
to refineries and harbours.

SHIPPING DOCUMENTS

Employee Manual

Outgoing Shipments:
There are a multitude of shipping documents required, especially when goods are exported. All
shipments should include apacking list and certificate of inspection regardless of destination.
Sanders Krane, inc. should always be listed as the shipper on all documents. This is regardless if we
are using a customs broker or a third party shipping company.
When exporting goods to our customers overseas, the following must also be included with shipments:

customs invoice

certificate of origin

insurance certificate

bill of lading or airway bill

dangerous goods declaration (if needed)

consular invoice (if needed — a list of countries that require consular invoices is listed in the
back of this manual)
We require a letter of credit from the buyer if the shipment value is over 100,000
dollars. The letter of credit must be obtained before a shipment is sent out.
In some cases, only shipments accompanied by clean bills of lading will be accepted. Shipments with
an unclean bill of lading will be returned to us.
Be sure to check all documentation before shipments are sent out. Missing or inaccurate
documentation results in delayed delivery, fines, or confiscation of shipments.
